I. Common conditions

1.1 II International Football Festival for Youth Teams «Petersburg Cup – 2014» (hereinafter referred to as Festival) is a football competition for children and junior teams based on simplified rules.
1.2 Purposes:

· Popularization of football;

· Plunging of children and juniors into regular physical activities and sports, advocacy of health promotion;

· Activation of struggle against negative phenomena in the juvenile environment: smoking, alcohol and drug addiction, violations of the law;

· Harmonization of the interethnic relations, advocacy of peoples’ friendship, internationally-scaled and patriotic education of children, promotion of Toleration Program in St. Petersburg;

· Strengthening of the international sports ties and friendly relations between peoples;
· Raising the level of young footballers’ skills;

· Definition of contest’s winners and awardees.


1.3 Festival’s official names, International Football Festival for Youth Teams «Petersburg Cup – 2014», «Petersburg Cup», are subject to exclusive rights and belong to Non-profit organization “Military –Sports Fund Saint-Petersburg”.
II. Organizers of Festival
2.1 Autonomous non-commercial organization “Center of Sports Festivals” and non-profit organization “Military-Sports Fund Saint-Petersburg” provide general management of the Festival with assistance of Physical Education & Sports Committee of Government of Saint Petersburg, Youth Policy and NGO Cooperation Committee, Football Federation of Saint Petersburg. 
2.2 Football Federation of Saint Petersburg manages and controls the fulfillment of FIFA, UEFA, Russian Football Federation requirements. 

2.3 Responsibility of Festival’s direct management lies with non-profit organization “Military-Sports Fund Saint-Petersburg” and Chief Panel of Referees. Chief Panel of Referees is assigned by means of “Military-Sports Fund Saint-Petersburg” in assistance with Football Federation of Saint Petersburg. 

2.4 Non-profit organization “Military-Sports Fund Saint-Petersburg” provides direct organization of preliminaries in Saint Petersburg.
III. Participants

3.1 Participation in the Festival is allowed for children and junior teams from St. Petersburg, Russia, Europe and rest of the world that adhere to present Regulations, enjoy the Chief Panel of Referees approval to take part in competitions, and have the registration fee paid. 

3.2 The Festival takes in twelve age classes and twenty-two categories:
U-7 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2007 

U-8 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2006 

U-9 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2005 

U-10 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2004 

U-11 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2003 

U-12 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2002 

U-13 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2001 

U-14 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2000 

U-15 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1999 

U-16 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1998 

U-17 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1997 

U-19 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1995 

B-12 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2002 

B-13 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.2001 

B-15 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1999 

B-17 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1997 

B-19 – boys born no earlier than 01.01.1995 

G-12 – girls born no earlier than 01.01.2002 

G-13 – girls born no earlier than 01.01.2001 

G-15 – girls born no earlier than 01.01.1999 

G-17 – girls born no earlier than 01.01.1997 
G-19 – girls born no earlier than 01.01.1995 

3.3 Festival participants consist of the boy teams within categories U-7, U-8, U-9, U-10 U-11, U-12, U-13, U-14, U-15, U-16, U-17, U-19,  B-12, B-13, B-15, B-17, B-19 and girl teams within categories G-12, G-13, G-15, G-17 
3.4. Formatting rules for application documents are regulated by Chapter VII of present Regulations.

3.4.1 Non-admission of players due to their medical conditions deprives them of participation in Festival.

3.5 Every participating team must be equipped with uniform according to the requirements of Chapter V of present Regulations.
IV. Modification of rules for matches conducting

4.1 Age classes: games format (number of players with goalkeeper), field size, match timing, goal size.

4.2 The penalty area marks where a goalkeeper is allowed to touch the ball with his hands.


4.3 Penalty kicks are taken from mark on the distance of: 
· 6 meters (U-7, U-8) from goal line.

· 9 meters (for categories U-9, U-10 ,U-11; B-12, B-13, B-15, B-17, B-19; G-12, G-13, G-15, G-17, G-19), 

· 11 meters (for categories: U-12, U-13, U-14, U-15, U-16, U-17, U -19)  

4.4 Matches are played with balls sizes #4 and #5. 

4.5 Match application.


4.5.1 Coach/manager of every team participating in the game fills his team’s application in game protocol before the match. 

4.5.2 Team’s match application may contain only participants (players, coaches, managers) inscribed in the Festival team competition entry. Participants (players, coaches, managers) disqualified by the Chief Panel of Referees cannot be inscribed into the match application.


4.6 Substitutions.


4.6.1 Unlimited substitutions are allowed during a match. Substitutions are performed during game pause by allowance of match’s chief referee. Reverse substitutions are permitted. Substitutions within categories U-7, U-8 may be performed arbitrary (no referee allowance required).

4.6.2 Players sent off by the chief referee cannot be substituted or replace other player. Substitutions are performed from the center of touch-line, near the bench for substitutes.

4.7 A ball is considered out of play if it goes over the goal line or touch-line entirely by the air or on the ground, or if the chief referee stops the game. During the rest of the time ball is in play including situations when it bounces off a goalpost, crossbar or flagpole and it remains within playfield.


4.8 Player’s offside position is determined for categories: U-12, U-13, U-14, U-15, U-16, U-17, U-19; offside rule is not enforced for other categories.

4.9 If a ball fell beyond the playfield, the play is resumed with throw-in by hands. Throw-in is performed from the place where ball has crossed the touch-line. (U-12, U-13, U- 4, U-15, U-16, U-17, U- 19) Players in other categories perform the throw-in by feet from the place where ball has crossed the touch-line.
              4.10. When penalty, free or corner kick is taken, players of opposite team cannot approach to the ball closer than 5 meters before it is brought in play (B-12, B-13, B-15, B-17, B-19; G-12, G-13, G-15, G-17, U-7, U-8, U-9, U-10, U-11)
             4.10.1 When penalty, free or corner kick is taken, players of opposite team cannot approach to the ball closer than 9 meters before it is brought in play. (U-12, U-13, U-14, U-15, U-16, U-17, U-19)
             4.11 To perform a goal-kick a player of defending team puts the ball on any spot within penalty area and brings it in play by foot kick directly to the playfield. Before the goal-kick players of opposite team must stay beyond penalty area and no closer than 5 meters from the ball. (B-12, B-13, B-15, B-17, B-19; G-12, G-13, G-15, G-17, U-7, U-8, U-9, U-10, U-11)
             4.11.1 A goal performed by a goal-kick is scored only if the ball has touched one of players. 
              4.11.2 Goal-keeper in categories U-7, U-8 brings the ball in play with hands.

              4.11.3 A ball is brought in play by a foot kick from goalmouth’s corner in categories U-12, U-13, U-14, U-15, U-16, U-17, U-19.


4.12 Penalty kicks (6, 9, 11 meters).


4.12.1 Commitment of deliberate foul by a player of the defending team within their own penalty area is awarded with 6, 9, or 11 meters penalty kick to the opposing team.

               4.12.2 Before the penalty kick all players except a goalkeeper of defending team and a player performing the kick must remain on the playfield outside penalty area. 

4.13 Cautions and ejections.


4.13.1 Chief referee penalizes players for offences with cautions and ejections in accordance with Laws of the Game and Discipline regulations of Russian Football Union.

4.13.2 Sent off player doesn’t take further part in the game, cannot replace another player, and cannot sit on the bench for substitutes until the end of game.

4.13.3 Suspended coach or team manager cannot lead his team until the end of game, and cannot sit on the bench for substitutes. 

4.14 Match report.

4.14.1 Match report is filled according to the regulations.
4.14.2 Match report is signed by team representatives and chief referee of the match. Team representatives’ refusal to sign the report after the end of match is recorded by the chief referee therefore. 


4.15 Members of Football Referees Panel of St. Petersburg Football Federation and St. Petersburg Futsal Association take the refereeing of competitions. 

4.16 Appeals and petitions.


4.16.1 Appeals and petitions are directed to Chief Panel of Referees in cases and according to the terms set with Discipline regulations of Russian Football Union, corresponding with present Regulations.  


4.16.2 Appeals and petitions cannot be directed to the St. Petersburg Football Federation, other football associations, or governmental institutions.
V. Equipment of teams

5.1 Shirt, short pants, stockings, shin pads and football boots are mandatory parts of the equipment.

5.2 Team’s field players must have identical color of their kit. Goalkeeper’s color of kit must be distinguishable from other players’ kit. 

5.3 A player must not use equipment or wear anything that is dangerous to himself or another player (including jewelry). 

5.4 A referee may disqualify a player or team from match if the violation of paragraphs 5.1-5.3 occurs. 

VI. Terms and timing. Match system
6.1 Every age class enters two stages of contest:
· preliminaries;

· finals.
              6.1.1 If the age class contains 7 teams or less, they enter round-robin competitions (all-play-all)          
6.2 Preliminaries.

6.2.1 Teams are consolidated into groups for the preliminaries. 
6.2.2 Competitions within groups are based on all-play-all system with a single round.

6.2.3 A team gets 3 points for the win, 1 point for the stand-off, 0 points for the loss or walkover. 
6.2.4 Team’s absence on the match is recorded by chief referee upon expiry of 15 minutes from the beginning of match set in the schedule. The absence or disqualification of a team are considered as a walkover with the score of “0:3”, the technical victory is awarded to the opposing team with the score of “3:0”. 
The absence or disqualification of both teams are considered as a walkover with the score of “0:3” for both teams.
6.2.5 Participation of unentitled players (either disqualified or unregistered in match record) in match is considered as a walkover of the team occurred this violation with the score of “0:3”, the opposing team gets technical victory with the score of “3:0” therefore. 
If both teams participating in match violate this paragraph, both of them get the walkover result with the score of “0:3”. 
6.2.6 Teams’ placing is defined by the overall amount of points gathered. 
6.2.7 In case of equal amount of points possessing by two or more teams their placing on tournament bracket is distributed according to the further criteria:

· best result in plays between teams (amount of points, than amount of wins, goal difference, advantage in goal amount);

· advantage in wins during all matches;

· best goal difference index during all matches;

· advantage in goal amount during all matches;
· lowest amount of penalty cards (yellow, red) applied to the team players; 

· by lot. 

6.2.8 Two best teams of each groups come through to the finals to participate in matches for the cup. Other teams hold a consolation prize event in the finals. 
6.3 Finals.

6.3.1 Finals are held on the single-elimination tournament basis.

6.3.2 Chief panel of referees makes the draw for knockout phase by lot. 
6.3.3 Each round of finals participating teams play one match, the winner thereof comes through to the next round.
6.3.4 If a regulation game in finals ends with stand-off, a series of direct free kicks (6, 9, or 11 meters) is awarded. The series contains five kicks for each team. If this series ends with stand-off, both teams perform the kicks in rotation until one of teams wins.  
6.3.5 Team’s absence on the match is recorded by chief referee upon expiry of 15 minutes from the beginning of match set in the schedule. The absence or disqualification of a team are considered as a walkover with the score of “0:3”, the technical victory is awarded to the opposing team with the score of “3:0”, and that team comes through to the next round of finals.
The absence or disqualification of both teams are considered as a walkover with the score of “0:3” for both teams. These teams don’t come through to the next round of finals.
6.3.6 Participation of unentitled players (either disqualified or unregistered in match record) in match is considered as a walkover of the team occurred this violation with the score of “0:3”, the opposing team gets technical victory with the score of “3:0” therefore, and that team comes through to the next round of finals.
If both teams participating in match violate this paragraph, both of them get the walkover result with the score of “0:3”. These teams don’t come through to the next round of finals.
If this situation occurs on the final match, both teams are disqualified, no team takes the first or second place in the tournament bracket. 
6.4 The Festival is held in St. Petersburg on the sporting complexes’ football arenas with artificial turf.
6.5 Dates of Festival are 1-7 June 2014. Date of arrival is May 31, 2014, date of departure is June 8, 2014.

VII. Application documents
7.1 Teams fill and proceed with competition entry to the Chief panel of judges prior to the date of May 31, 2014.
7.1.1 Competition entry is filled in the form prescribed by Appendix 1 to the present Regulations, and the coach or manager of the team certifies it with signature and seal of sending organization. Testimonials of participating players and coaches are to be applied to the competition entry.
7.2 From February, 1st to May, 30th 2014 teams sign up on the Festival’s web site www.petersburgcup.ru. Teams unregistered on the web-site may register in Chief panel of referees before May 31st, 2014 after having paid the additional registration fee according to the paragraph 9.1.1 of present Regulations.
VIII. Victory ceremony procedure
8.1 Teams that have taken the I, II, and III places in each age class are awarded with cups and diplomas. Players and coaches (managers) are awarded with medals, diplomas, and prizes.

8.2 Each team participating in the Festival is awarded with commemorative diplomas and prizes by the Festival’s backers and partners.
8.3 Best players of the Festival (best goalkeeper, best goal scorer, best player) are awarded with special prizes by the Festival’s backers and partners. 
IX. Festival’s conditions of financing
              9.1 Non-profit organization “Military-Sports Fund Saint Petersburg” accounts for all organization and carrying-out expenditures.
9.2 Sending organizations account for fare of a round trip to St. Petersburg, visa fees, and other related expenses. 
9.3 Sending organizations account for living costs during participation in the Festival (Appendix 2).
9.4 Organizers provide the teams with free transportation including airport/railroad station transfer service in the days of arrival and departure, and transfer to the sports venues.
9.4.1. Organizers provide the one free loop tour of three hours in St. Petersburg for the Festival participants.

X. Provision of security for participants and viewers
10.1 Festival is held at the sporting objects that meet requirements of corresponding statuary enactments effective within St. Petersburg and Russian Federation and directed to the public order and provision of the security of participants and viewers.
XI. Participants insurance

11.1 Insurance of the Festival’s participants:

· is delivered by the insurance company partnering with the Festival and engaged by the Organizers,
· the Festival’s participants may have the insurance provided by their own insurance companies.
